COURSE DESCRIPTIONS:

S430 – OPERATIONS SECTION CHIEF 
Course Description: This course is designed to meet the training needs of the operations section chief type 2 (OSC2).  This course is designed to be interactive in nature and contains several exercises designed to facilitate group and classroom discussion.  
Target Group: Personnel desiring to be qualified as an operations section chief type 2 (OSC2).
Course Prerequisites: Qualified as a division/group supervisor (DIVS)
L-952, NIMS ICS All-HAZARDS PUBLIC INFORMATION OFFICER
Course Description: This course is designed for a public information officer (PIO) assigned to an incident as a member of an AHIMT, local incident management teams (IMT), as well as for the PIO assigned to an incident as an assistant PIO in a variety of capacities. This course will help students develop a strong set of core PIO skills and the ability to apply them within the context of an AHIMT. This course is also distinct from other information function courses in that it combines elements from both the basic and advanced function to concentrate training on the fundamental duties and responsibilities of PIO in an all-hazard environment. The course material does not assume or require experience as a PIO, but also is not a basic PIO course. Exercises, simulations, discussions, and a final exam enable students to process and apply their new knowledge.
Target Group: Local- or State-level emergency responders who may be designated as Public Information Officers on their local or state Incident Management Team. The materials were developed with the assumption that audience members may have little or no actual experience as a member of an AHIMT.
Course Prerequisites: ICS 300: Intermediate Incident Command System for Expanding Incidents (E0300), Introduction to the Incident Command System, ICS 100 (IS0100.b), Incident Command System for Single Resources and Initial Action Incidents (IS0200.b), National Incident Management System, An Introduction (IS0700.a), National Response Framework, An Introduction (IS0800.c)
L-954, NIMS ICS All-HAZARDS SAFETY OFFICER
Course Description: This course is designed to meet the training needs of the safety officer type 2 (SOF2) position in the incident command system. Topics include safety officer effectiveness, analysis techniques, safety messages, briefings and reports, and high hazard operations. Provide local- and state-level emergency responders with an understanding of the duties, responsibilities, and capabilities of a Safety Officer on an All-Hazards IMT.
Target Group: Local or State level emergency responders who may be designated as a Safety Officer on their local or state Incident Management Team. The materials were developed with the assumption that audience members may have little or no actual experience as a member of an AHIMT.
Course Prerequisites: ICS 300: Intermediate Incident Command System for Expanding Incidents (E0300), Introduction to the Incident Command System, ICS 100 (IS0100.b), Incident Command System for Single Resources and Initial Action Incidents (IS0200.b), National Incident Management System, An Introduction (IS0700.a), National Response Framework, An Introduction (IS0800.c)
L-962, NIMS ICS All-HAZARDS PLANNING SECTION CHIEF
Course Description:  This course provides local- and state-level emergency responders with a robust understanding of the duties, responsibilities, and capabilities of an effective Planning Section Chief on an All-Hazards Incident Management Team (AHIMT). These responsibilities fall into two categories: 1) managing the planning cycle, and 2) tracking resources and incident status. Exercises, simulations, discussions, and a final exam enable participants to process and apply their new knowledge.
Target Group: Local or State level emergency responders who may be designated as a Planning Section Chief on their local or state Incident Management Team. The materials were developed with the assumption that audience members may have little or no actual experience as a member of an AHIMT.
Course Prerequisites: ICS 300: Intermediate Incident Command System for Expanding Incidents (E0300), Introduction to the Incident Command System, ICS 100 (IS0100.b), Incident Command System for Single Resources and Initial Action Incidents (IS0200.b), National Incident Management System, An Introduction (IS0700.a), National Response Framework, An Introduction (IS0800.c)
L-967, NIMS ICS All-HAZARDS LOGISTICS SECTION CHIEF
Course Description: This course is designed to provide State and local-level emergency responders with a robust understanding of the duties, responsibilities, and capabilities of an effective logistics section chief on an AHIMT. These responsibilities fall into two categories: (1) responding to the incident; and (2) effectively fulfilling the position responsibilities of a Logistics Section Chief on an AHIMT. Exercises, simulations, discussions, and a final exam enable students to process and apply their new knowledge.
Target Group: Local- or State-level emergency responders who may be designated as Logistics Section Chiefs on their local or state Incident Management Team. The materials were developed with the assumption that audience members may have little or no actual experience as a member of an AHIMT.
Course Prerequisites: ICS 300: Intermediate Incident Command System for Expanding Incidents (E0300), Introduction to the Incident Command System, ICS 100 (IS0100.b), Incident Command System for Single Resources and Initial Action Incidents (IS0200.b), National Incident Management System, An Introduction (IS0700.a), National Response Framework, An Introduction (IS0800.c)
